Gains include guaranteed 4% wage increases, paid flights, accident pay and
greater certainty over job location. 

These are important gains which BHP resisted for five years until workers stood
together through their Union and took industrial action. 
 
The OS Production Agreement still needs to be approved by the Fair Work
Commission, to ensure it complies with workplace laws.
